Pastoral Council Meeting Minutes, September 22, 2011

Opening Prayer:
Phil Servidea offered the opening prayer.

Approval of Minutes:
The minutes of the June 15 meeting were approved.

Old Business:


1. Stephen Ministries (SM):  Dave asked Loretta, Gary and Phil to report on their assigned tasks from the June 15 meeting.  Loretta reported that Patti O’Bryan and Pat Wachter had represented Resurrection at joint session re: SM with Trinity Ecumenical and Bethlehem United Methodist.  She reported that both churches had made commitments to begin SM programs and that they were both interested in working together with Resurrection on SM.  She also indicated the Bethlehem was conducting an informational meeting for its parishioners and that Resurrection was invited to participate.

Gary reported on his discussions with two Catholic parishes that have implemented SM.  Both enthusiastically supported SM and neither has integrated its Eucharistic Ministry to the Sick with SM.  One of the parishes has 3000 families, 4 SM Leaders and 15 SM Ministers.  Gary said the parishes stressed the importance of the Pastor’s active support to a successful SM program.
Phil reported on his discussion with one Catholic parish which also enthusiastically endorsed SM.  Our Mother of Sorrows in Tucson has had SM for more than 20 years and considers it very successful.  OMOS has a full time staff person who estimates she spends 80% of her time administering SM.  While there are more than 40 parishes in Tucson, OMOS is the only parish that utilizes SM.  OMOS has 4 Leaders and 17 Ministers.  OMOS encourages all Ministers to be EMs and the Minister serves both rolls for care receivers.  
Gary volunteered to set up a meeting with Chris to review our findings.

Loretta provided brief comments on the Befriender program and volunteered to invite Maureen Fanelli to the October Council meeting to make a presentation on Befriender.

2. Music Coordinator:  Ads have been posted for a part-time Music Minister.  Joe reported that the search is in its early stages.  While there has been some expression of interest in the position, no formal applications have been received.  In the meantime, all liturgical services will be covered by temporary musicians.  Phil suggested posting the ad in local and regional universities and seminaries that have music programs.

New Business:

1. Pastoral Council calendar:  Dave distributed a calendar of major Council events for this year.

2. Dave asked Council to support the Wednesday Women’s annual craft fair on October 15.
3. Dave asked Council to begin to familiarize themselves with the changes in the Mass that will commence the first Sunday of Advent.

4. Stained Glass Window Dedication:  John Parrish reported that the stained glass windows will be dedicated at Mass on Saturday, October 29th.

5. Marriage Enrichment:  John Parrish asked the Council to consider adoption of a ministry to help married parishioners enrich their relationships.  He expressed his belief that this would be a valuable ministry for Resurrection.  John volunteered to research the options and report back to Council at the October meeting.

Business Administrator Comments:  

1. Joe reported that the publication of a new pictorial directory for the parish is underway and that Carol Traen is leading this effort.  Likely publication date is January 2012.  

2. Joe also reported that formation of a new Kitchen Committee is underway and that we will hear more later.
