Pastoral Council Meeting Minutes, April 5, 2011

Opening Prayer: Carolyn Labas offered the opening prayer.

Approval of Minutes: The March meeting minutes were approved. with the correction that the stained glass windows on the west side of the church were to be installed first.

Old Business:

1. Week of Renewal Supper – Thurs. April 14th – The Pastoral Council members were reminded to bring their trays of warm baked spaghetti, salad, and bread prior to 5:45 PM.  Plastic ware, paper plates, napkins and soda will be provided by others. 
2. FY 2011/2012 Annual Budget – Joe circulated a second draft of a budget.  This budget still reflects a shortfall of around $5900 and will be adjusted further.  
3. Welcome Home – Response to the presentations was good. About 12 people requested the brochures, 4 expressed interest in the program at the church and 6 people have volunteered to help in the program marketing and implementation.  An ad in The Laker Weekly and on Lake Radio will be pursued. 
4. Stained Glass Windows – Three and one-half windows have been installed on the west side of the church.  The remaining section of the fourth window will be installed as soon as the glass for the butterfly is delivered and the window fabricated. There are 50 pieces of glass in the butterfly.  Work is progressing on the windows for the east side of the church.    
New Business: 

1. Pastoral Care Ministry to The Sick and Grieving – Concern that RCC was not providing adequate caring ministry to individuals facing a variety of crises – people who are experiencing grief, hospitalization, divorce, chronic illness etc.  Chris circulated information about The Stephens Ministries, a not-for-profit organization that provides training and resources for training leaders in providing caring ministry.  The material was for review and consideration of the overall topic.  It was proposed that this be the topic for the Council’s annual retreat.
2. New Council Members Selection Process - The process for discernment and selecting council members was reviewed.  The following tentative dates were established: nomination process May 14 to May 29, discernment on June 15 - 6:PM, Council retreat on August 20, location to be determined./  
Senior Pastoral Associate:  Chris said that he thought that the celebration of Father Sal’s 25th anniversary went very well and that Father Sal was happy and grateful to the parish.

Business Administrator: Joe had no comments.
