Pastoral Council Meeting Minutes, November 9, 2010

Opening Prayer: Carol Traen offered the opening prayer.

Approval of Minutes: The October meeting minutes were approved.

Old Business:

1. Stained Glass Window Status- A contract has been received from the artist and has been reviewed.  The Stained Glass Committee is proposing a few very minor changes with the basic design unchanged.  Money has been pledged for six windows; four by individuals and two by groups.  An insert in the bulletin within the next two weeks will invite parishioners to participate in the purchase of the remaining two windows.
2. Diocesan Appeal Results – The Parish has more than doubled its goal.  Council recommends that a portion of the proceeds that the Parish receives from the Diocese be allocated for Youth Group activities.  This recommendation will be forwarded to the Finance Council.
3. Welcome Home – Phil Servidea reported that his committee has met with the staff at Holy Name of Mary Parish (HNM) to discuss their experience with their program.   HNM plans three programs of seven sessions each year and have held two this year.  There was one person for the first session and three for the second.  Their advertising was very low key and a greater publicity effort is recommended. About $500 for books and materials will be needed. Phil requested that a Ministry Minute be used to explain the program and try to get parishioners involved in “spreading the word” to neighbors and friends who are non-practicing Catholics.  The Committee recommends that the first session be planned for immediately after Easter.
New Business:

1. Youth Group Update – (Presented before Old Business so that Tara would not have to stay for the entire meeting.)  Tara reported that the Diocesan Youth Day at Busch Gardens was very well attended.  Two vans were rented to transport the attendees.  The day was very well organized with youth activities including a Mass that was held indoors. The cost was $60 each, of which $25 or $30 was paid by the youth.  Some youth activities that are being “looked at” are: a.) fund raisers such as a pancake breakfast and Christmas shopping babysitting, b.) service projects such as Christmas carols at a nursing home, helping hands type activity, summer work camp, and c.) other activities such as bowling, snacks with movies, lock in, and a day ski trip. Joint youth activities with the Holy Name of Mary Parish Youth group are also being investigated.  Tara requested that some consideration be given to increasing the youth budget next year.

2. Youth Faith Formation – (presented before Old Business so that Melissa would not have to stay for the entire meeting.)  Moving the pre-K to 12 program to Sunday evening has been beneficial.  Last year there were 72 students enrolled; this year there are 88 enrolled. Preparation for Confirmation is being held with Holy Name Of Mary Parish and is outside of and in addition to the regular Sunday sessions.   

3. Pastoral Council Holiday Party –The traditional holiday party will be held on January 8 at Phil Servidea’s home.

4. The breakfast for parish volunteers will on February 5 from 8-10 AM.  Carolyn Labas agreed to coordinate this activity.  

Senior Pastoral Associate: Chris thanked the youth leaders and the welcoming committee for their reports and the work they are doing.  He also reported that two blue advent banners will be hung on the church walls on each side of the altar for the advent season. 

Business Administrator: Joe stated that the Wednesday Women’s Group has allocated part of their earnings to upgrading the parish’s computer hardware and software. They are also adding to their fund to help support parishioners who are in need. He also reported that the wall at the end of the parking area and the side entry to the garage will be extended.
