As shown in the renovation project renderings that were 
displayed in the commons last year, our new altar will 
have a "barreled" (arched) ceiling.  The accompanying pic-
ture shows that the framing for this curved ceiling within 
the sanctuary is now in place.  An acoustical engineering 
study of the worship space has been completed, and rec-
ommendations to ensure optimal sound transmission dur-
ing liturgical services will be implemented.
